In 2009 the Parish Council took over the full responsibility for the upkeep of the Cricket Pavilion/Sports Field from a defunct Sports Assoc. The property was charged non-domestic rates. At the Parish Council's request the V.O.A reappraised this given the site is used solely for community ventures , is open to all & free of charge. In October 2010 the Inspector confirmed a rateable value of nil & authorised a refund of £2052.41 backdated to 1st April 2005. The monthly direct debit was cancelled with effect from November 2010 accounting for the reduced level of rates paid ie £249.95 (£448.62).
